A brilliant new book on pictorial degree symbols, although the subtitle "360 New
Symbols" is a slight misnomer. The author Martin Goldsmith was one of a dedicated
band of degree symbol enthusiasts who met in Washington for over twenty years from
the 1970s to the 90s discussing the deeper ramifications of the Sabian symbols, so this
book is by no means a hasty gimmick, having more genuine trial and study behind it
than any other book on this subject I have seen. Even the erudite astrologer Steven
Forrest, who wrote the Foreword, admits that he had not personally realised how far
back in history the creation of degree symbols stretched (Ptolemic Egypt at least). To
those who may come across zodiac degree images for the first time here, rest assured
there is probably no better and more reliable reference than this. £25.00 plus postage.
